What Does His Blood Deserve 


Often people judge their ability to receive from God based on their worthiness or their behavior of the preceding days. Another way of saying it is, they expect from God based on how spiritual or good they have been. And in that frame of mind they tend to think they either deserve or don’t deserve a thing. Perhaps a couple on the way to church on a Sunday morning engages in a dispute and by the time they reach the church they are quite angry with one another and entering into the service one or both of them are thinking, “Well, I am not going to get anything from God today!” Their reasoning for this is because they are or were in an argument and may still be upset so therefore how could God bless them this morning because they don’t DESERVE it based on their performance.
People sometimes get sick and often think they are in that condition because of something they have or have not done and God is disappointed with them. They somehow feel that they deserve what they are having to deal with, sort of an ‘I made my bed hard so I will just have to lie in it” mindset, judging themselves to be unfit or unworthy or undeserving of the blessings of the promises of God. They apply this way of thinking to every area of their life. 
Questions will start to arise: How do I receive healing? .....How do I receive prosperity? .....How do I receive the things I need so badly? .....What am I not understanding? …..What am I doing or not doing that is causing me to not be on the blessing side of things? And what is really being said here is, “I judge myself as unworthy.” This is a mentality called Sin Consciousness and is prevalent in Christianity today throughout the body of Christ, I am sad to say. This kind of thinking leads to depression, steals ambition and causes sickness and will even break apart good families and friends…. Sin Consciousness is a killer.
With this type of thinking what we are really doing is judging Jesus as unworthy. Now I know this is a bit of a shocker but none the less it is true.  Look at Acts 13:46 - Then Paul and Barnabas waxed bold, and said, It was necessary that the word of God should first have been spoken to you: but seeing ye put it from you, and judge yourselves unworthy of everlasting life, lo, we turn to the Gentiles. You see, they (the Jews) judged themselves as unworthy to receive God’s grace and blessing and mercy and benefit. Because they judged Him and His sacrifice as unworthy or unacceptable for them on their behalf they judged his sacrifice as unable to redeem them. This type of thinking is keeping many, many believers in the body of Christ today away from the goodness of God and His great love and the benefits he has already provided for them. I firmly believe many stop going to church, not because they don’t love God, but because they feel they cannot live up to the rules and standards placed before them that say, “This is what a good Christian looks like and acts like, and if you don’t look like this and act this way you aren’t a good Christian…and on and on and on” and they leave because they judge themselves as unworthy and refuse to be a part of something they feel they cannot attain to.
This verse makes it clear that these people passed sentence on themselves. It wasn’t God’s will for them to perish (2 Peter 3:9), but God only provided one way of salvation (John 14:6). No one will ever be able to stand before God and point the finger at Him and accuse Him of being unfair. Those who reject God’s Word send themselves to hell. (Andrew Wommack's Living Commentary)
We can also add that those who reject Christ and what He has done are keeping the blessings of God from being active in their lives. Why? Because, by not recognizing that Jesus is our supreme sacrifice and substitute, we negate in our lives all that was finished on the cross. You see we are not worthy in and of ourselves! Our OWN righteousness is as a filthy rag. But we are not receiving and operating based on our own righteousness. We are receiving and operating based on HIS righteousness and His obedience and His worthiness.  
What Does Jesus’ Blood Deserve?
When we begin to look at every aspect of our life in the light of what Jesus’ blood has done for us and what His blood has secured for us we begin to understand that it is not a matter of what the standards and rules we impose on ourselves and others can do for us based on our performance of those rules. When we finally look at the great salvation in the light of what He has done and what His blood deserves, we can then begin to be truly free and live an abundant life in Christ. That’s when we understand that Jesus’ Blood Deserves:
Miracles 
Healings (1 Peter 2:24) 
Captives set free
Family members brought into the body
Devils defeated
Blind eyes opened
Dead raised
Financial breakthroughs 
Abundant life lived
Promotions 
Freedom from condemnation
Released from guilt
Judgment satisfied 
Because all of God’s judgment was poured out on Jesus (John 12:31 - Now is the judgment of this world: now shall the prince of this world be cast out. 32 - And I, if I be lifted up from the earth, will draw all men unto me.) Notice that the word men is italicized. This means it was added by the translators. The context of the verse is talking about judgment. What Jesus was saying here is, if He is lifted up then He will draw all judgment to Himself, not necessarily drawing all men. Although this is a scriptural truth, it may not be what is meant here. Jesus was saying that when He is crucified, He would draw all of God’s judgment upon sin unto Himself. And yes, He did bear our judgment so we would never have to be judged. Jesus was judged and punished for us. So by accepting Him we are accepting that we are not the recipients of God’s punishment for sin but Jesus was.
His Blood Deserves…… It is not what we deserve but it is all about JESUS …….
We Receive From His Hands
I heard a great illustration from Pastor Franklin: A little boy came into a candy shop and walked over to a big jar of candies and stood looking at it. The boy’s clothes were worn and he was a bit unkempt and it seemed obvious he could not buy what he desired. So the shop owner said to him, “Go ahead and reach your hand into the jar and get what you want and I will not charge you for it.” But the little boy just stood there looking at the jar of candy. So again the shop owner said, “Go ahead, son, put your hand in and get as much as you can grab and you can have it for “free!” But again the boy just stood staring at the candy jar. Finally, a little frustrated, the shop owner reached in with his own hand and pulled out a big handful of the candy. When he did the little boy smiled and held out both hands, then looking up at the shop owner and said, “Thanks, your hands are much bigger than mine are!”
You see, Jesus’s hands are much bigger than ours. His reach is much greater than our reach and His ability is beyond what we can do. When we receive from His hand, of what He has obtained for us, then we will have more than what we could have asked or thought (Eph. 3:20) The only problem is we can limit what God can do, because of our unbelief or by counting ourselves unworthy to receive what Jesus has procured for us.
We Must Get Out Of This Performance Based Religious Thinking
So what is the answer to the question, “What does His blood deserve?” His blood deserves every good and perfect gift, every benefit, every victory. Why? In Revelation 5:12 it says, ‘Saying with a loud voice, Worthy is the Lamb that was slain to receive power, and riches, and wisdom, and strength, and honour, and glory, and blessing.’  You are worthy to receive because Jesus Christ was and is worthy. Not by works of righteous which we have done, but by grace through faith we are saved. Trust not in your performance and your standards and your abilities but solely in Christ Alone. Understanding redemption, the complete forgiveness of your sins, is foundational to understanding the New Covenant and how God deals with us today. He deals with us in light of what Jesus has done, and the work completed on the cross, all the debt has been paid. 
Maybe you could have raised your kids better. Maybe you did mess up with adultery and went through a bad divorce or had a child when you were unmarried and still in high school. Perhaps you see where your children are just like you and this keeps you from praying and believing that God’s favor is on your life. But all these things combined and more are not enough to negate what Jesus has done for you and all who will accept Him as Lord and Savior! You see, I once belonged to a group that was sensitive to sin, had high “standards” to attain to and placed a lot of emphasis on how we dressed, where we went and many other things. We feared God. Not in a wrong way, but with a reverential respect of God and who He is. But what happens many times is those who are sensitive to sin to stay away from it (and that’s a good thing), find themselves being manipulated by the devil because the very standards and sensitivity that can and should be an attribute and asset can also be used as a liability working against you. Because you did not keep that standard one day or you sin, you count yourself as unworthy because your performance was not up to par. We begin to look at others with our standards and because they are not living according to our expectation we disqualify them and look down our sanctified noses as if we walk on a higher plane. Then one day we find ourselves unable to live up to our own standards and our performance is not what it should be and we think we can no longer go to God boldly because we have judged ourselves “unworthy” and we then negate what has been done for us through the shed blood of Jesus Christ.
Every false religion—even religious Christianity—puts the burden of salvation back upon the individual. “Salvation” is then based upon your performance. If you live holy enough, do enough good things, observe all of these rituals and rules, your own standards of what makes a “good” Christian then you might be able to be saved. The problem is—and the book of Romans makes this very clear—that none of us can live up to those standards. We can’t save ourselves!
